Track action:  
Maximum of 60 places for motorcycles and cars at this event, so book early!  At just £110 
per Driver (£130 for Guest Drivers) this is still a less-than-half-price event at Castle Combe 
and it’s sure to be another great day, especially as I’ve booked a splendid Spring day for 
the weather !! 
 

One passenger will be allowed in a participating car, but passengers WILL NOT be 
allowed on motorcycles(!). 
 

As always, we will have experienced Racing Instructors for both cars and motorcycles 
available for one-to-one tuition at no extra cost but, these CANNOT be booked in advance, 
only on the day. 
 

Other information: 

• Drivers & Riders will have to provide their own vehicles for this event. 

• Pre-event ‘Scrutineering’ will be carried out for basic safety requirements on all 
 participating vehicles. 

• Motorcyclists will be required to wear one-piece leathers or zipped-together 2 piece 
     leathers and should also wear suitable helmets, boots & gloves. 

• Helmets are available on-loan for car drivers/passengers. 

• Only Members who have Signed-On & paid as Entrants may drive on track during  this 
event. 

• Front seat car passengers are permitted but they must be at least 17 years old, be 
 ‘Signed-On’, and must attend, & fully understand, the safety briefings & procedures.    

• Drivers and riders should possess a full UK driving licence 

• The event is for road legal cars and motorcycles only – all vehicles must pass an 
 RAC MSA Sound Check, the limit is 100d(B)A for cars, measured at 0.5 meters from 
 the exhaust outlet at 4500rpm; and 105d(B)A for motorcycles, also measured at 0.5 
 metres from the exhaust outlet @ 75% maximum revs. It is the Driver or Rider’s 
 responsibility to  ensure that their vehicle is within the required sound limits. 
 

Costs: 
The Entry fee for both Cars & Motorcycles is £110 per Driver or Rider (non-members £130 
per Driver/Rider).  Cheques should be made payable to CSMA North London Centre and 
sent with completed entry forms.
